Heavy Equipment Operator III

JOB SUMMARY:

This is a highly skilled position in the operation of heavy construction equipment.  The employee in this class is responsible for the safe and efficient operation of heavy construction equipment with the ability to work to finish or blue-top accuracy.  Work is performed in accordance with the instructions received by a Foreman, and the employee is expected to carry out the assignments, free of direct supervision, except for the more complicated jobs.  The employee is responsible for the efficient assignment of equipment and is expected to perform minor servicing and maintenance, or refer major problems to the supervisor at the first sign of trouble.  The employee in this class receives general supervision from a Foreman, and work is reviewed by observing results, equipment conditions, and by analyzing equipment and maintenance costs.

ESSENTIAL FUNCTIONS:

1.
Performs blue-top operation of graders and backhoes.

2.
Operates all equipment equal to or heavier than that required of Heavy Equipment Operator II, including derrick, crane, shovel, and dragline.

ADDITIONAL RESPONSIBILITIES:

1.
May operate pile driver, concrete paver, asphalt paver, or other heavy equipment.

2.
May assist other personnel when there is no need for heavy equipment operation.

3.
Performs related work as required.

KNOWLEDGE, SKILLS, AND ABILITIES:

1.
Thorough operational knowledge and skills of specific equipment to be operated.

Ability to operate assigned equipment safely and efficiently.

3.
Ability to service the assigned equipment to ensure maximum operating efficiency.

Ability to direct the work of laborers and lighter equipment operators in tasks related to public works construction.

Ability to keep record of time spent and material used.

EDUCATION AND EXPERIENCE

Graduation from a standard senior high school, or equivalent, and three (3) years' experience operating construction equipment at the level of Heavy Equipment Operator II and demonstrated ability to perform blue-top accuracy in finish grade work; OR

Completion of the eighth grade and four (4) years' experience operating construction equipment at the level of Heavy Equipment Operator II, and demonstrated ability to perform blue-top accuracy in finish grade work; OR

3.
Any equivalent combination of training and experience.

4.
Possession of a valid driver's license issued by the state.
