Hazardous Waste Specialist

JOB SUMMARY:

To assist in the development, implementation, and monitoring of programs for emergency response and for the safe handling and disposal of  hazardous chemicals in accordance with all  government regulations.

ESSENTIAL FUNCTIONS:

1.
Participates in the development of programs for the safe handling, storage, transport, and disposal of all regulated and nonregulated chemical, biohazardous, and radioactive materials.

2.
Supervises the implementation of these programs and trains all workers according to regulations and guidelines of EPA, OSHA, and other state and federal regulatory agencies.

3.
Monitors compliance through inspections, both scheduled and nonscheduled, spot checks of operations, and study of on-site records.

4.
Develops an emergency response plan, supervises, and participates in response action following any spill or release of hazardous materials.

5.
Keeps abreast of any changes in regulations so that protocols can be modified as necessary to ensure continuous compliance.

QUALIFICATIONS:

1.
Bachelor's degree in environmental management, chemical engineering, chemistry, biochemistry, or biology.

2.
Three years of work with hazardous chemicals, including experience with handling  and disposing of hazardous materials, knowledge of lab safety procedures, and thorough familiarity with government and facility safety regulations.

3.
Successful completion of courses such as those offered by the U.S. National Fire Academy or their equivalent as a hazardous materials specialist and an emergency responder.

4.
Certification as a hazardous materials manager, senior level, by the Institute of Hazardous Materials Management is desirable but not required.

5.
Ability to conduct worker training—both classroom and field training with hazardous substances.

6.
A valid commercial driver's license (CDL) with a hazardous materials endorsement.

PHYSICAL AND ENVIRONMENTAL CONDITIONS:

1.
Duties involve working with formaldehyde, hazardous waste, and exposure to biohazardous and radioactive materials.

2.
Must wear personal protective equipment and respirator while handling or removing hazardous substances.

3.
Work requires climbing ladders and stairs, lifting, carrying, and moving heavy objects.
